Please remember that Year 4 pupils will complete the statutory Multiplication Check in the summer term, so fluency with all facts up to 12 × 12 is essential. Multiplication underpins so many areas of Maths, including fractions, money, and area so it is really worth spending the time on this.
Science has been all about States Of Matter this half term. Class 3 explored how a solid can turn to a liquid and how a liquid can turn into a gas. We explored the water cycle and conducted some investigations so that we could see the cycle in action in our classroom! This term, the children have been learning how to be a ‘scientist’, using equipment carefully and accurately and recording results in a variety of ways.
