Substantive Knowledge 
• To use colour in a drawing to convey emotion. 
• To recognise and describe some simple characteristics of different kinds of 
drawing. 
• To explore tone in drawing & understand how tone creates a sense of 3D. 
• To name some of the drawing tools, techniques, and the formal elements 
(colours, shapes, tones etc.) that they use in making drawings. 

Markers for Assessment 
• Children can use colour effectively and appropriately when 
drawing, and explain how they made their colour choices. 
 • Children can use different types of drawing materials 
effectively. 
• Children can use colour, tone and shading effectively to give 
their drawings a 3D quality. 
• Children can select drawing materials for a task based on 
the effect they wish to achieve. 
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Disciplinary Knowledge 
• To experiment with drawing materials & processes and recognise that they have 
different qualities. 
• To use drawing materials purposefully to achieve particular characteristics or 
qualities. 

Prior Substantive Knowledge 
• I am learning how to control the pressure of my drawing materials. 
• I am beginning to draw detail, texture, pattern.

• What are the main features of my face?
