Disciplinary Knowledge

e  Talk about the feelings associated with giving and receiving gifts.

e  Retell the nativity story in two parts, a) the shepherds and b) the wise men.
e  Talk about giving gifts that are not objects.

Markers for Assessment for Disciplinary Knowledge
e  To explain how they feel when they receive a gift
e  To explain the story from different perspectives

Prior Substantive Knowledge

e  For Christians Christmas is the celebration of Jesus’ birthday.

e Jesus was a very special baby. Christians believe he was the Son of God.
e  The church celebrates Christmas in special ways.

®  Diwali is Hindu festival of light celebrated in the Autumn.

Prior Disciplinary Knowledge

e  Recall/retell the nativity story.

Identify the characters in the nativity story.

Talk about why Christmas is important, how it is celebrated in the church and their own experiences
Talk about the Hindu Diwali festival celebrations.

Recall the story of Rama and Sita and identify the characters.
