We chopped the tops off 

carrots and parsnips, then put half in water and the rest in 

compost. We have predicted that the tops in the compost will 

grow the best. In RE we learned about the events of Palm 

Sunday when Jesus rode a donkey into Jerusalem. We made 

some palm branches and will be role playing the triumphal 

entry next week. In maths we continue to explore 9 and 10, 

learning that these bigger numbers can be made in many 

different ways.
