Welcome to Year 2. This half term our class topic is ‘Home Sweet Home’. A copy of our curriculum overview can 
be found on the school website and outlines the learning that will be taking place in different subject areas. 
  
Learning This Week 
This week we have enjoyed exploring the story ‘Katie Morag and the Two Grandmothers’ by Mairi Hedderwick. 
We have been looking at nouns and identified and used them in sentences. We have focused on collecting 
vocabulary and written our own character descriptions.  
 
In our maths work we have been recalling our bonds for 20, counted in tens and twos, and used concrete 
materials to make and identify numbers to 50 and 100.  
 
In our RE activities we have been exploring what makes each of us special and unique and in our Science work 
we have begun our topic on humans as Animals and begun looking at senses, our bodies and what keeps us 
healthy. 
 
Learning Next Week  
Next week we will continue exploring place value to 100, read further Katie Morag adventures and complete 
focused grammar activities with verbs. We will begin looking at the Bible as a holy book for Christians in our RE 
activities and will begin to investigate our senses and what our bodies need for survival.
