This week we have been thinking about the Christian Value of Humility and how we should put others first. 
We have also marked Remembrance Day by watching, and taking part in, the service Year 6 shared with us via video 
link. The children were all very respectful and I am extremely proud of them all. They have also created some lovely 
poppy art this week which is now on display in our classroom. 
 
In our Science work we have begun learning about identifying, classifying and grouping animals. They have enjoyed 
finding out about the features of different animals and sorting them into groups. The children have been given an 
animal project to work on over the coming weeks.

Our Maths work has focused on arrays and simple multiplication using tens, and we have been counting forwards 
and backwards from 0 in 2s, 5s and 10s.
