Substantive Knowledge 
• To understand what is meant by 'mark-making'. 
• To recognise that ideas and emotions can be expressed in drawing. 
• To use colour in a drawing to convey emotion. 
• To recognise and describe some simple characteristics of different kinds of 
drawing. 
 

Markers for Assessment 
• Children draw a portrait that includes the main features of a 
face. 
• Children are increasingly confident and controlled in their 
drawing. 
• Children can use colour effectively and appropriately when 
drawing, and explain how they made their colour choices. 
 • Children can use different types of drawing materials 
effectively. 
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Disciplinary Knowledge 
• To show interest in and describe what they think about the drawings of others. 
• To develop their control and confidence when drawing using a range of materials. 
• To experiment with drawing materials & processes and recognise that they have 
different qualities. 
 

Prior Substantive Knowledge 
• I can draw things I like and can draw for pleasure and relaxation. 
• I am learning how to control the pressure of my drawing materials.

Prior Disciplinary Knowledge 

• I have explored drawing forms using lines & simple shapes eg circles, squares and 
triangles. 
• I can use a range of drawing media eg wax crayons, coloured pencils. 
 

Questions (potential ‘hook’ questions for lessons) 
• What makes me unique? 
• What is a portrait?  
• What are the main features of my face? 
• Does a portrait have to be realistic?
