Substantive Knowledge  
 Year 3 

 Listen and respond to familiar spoken words, phrases and sentences (e.g. simple instructions, rhymes, songs).  
 

 Speak with others using simple words, phrases and short sentences.

 Recognise and understand familiar written words and short phrases (e.g. basic nouns and first person “I” form of simple

 Communicate by asking and answering a wider range of questions, using longer phrases and sentences.  

 Present short pieces of information to another person.  

 

 Accurately read and understand familiar written words, phrases and short sentences (e.g. in fairy tales or character/place 

descriptions). 

 Write some familiar words, phrases and simple sentences from memory or using supported written materials (e.g. using a 

word bank).  
 Understand the concept of gender (masculine, feminine, neuter (where applicable) and which article (direct or indirect) to 

use correctly with different nouns.

Disciplinary Knowledge  
 

  Year 3 
 Understand and communicate familiar nouns including the correct article (dependent on gender).  
 Use simple adjectives (e.g. colour).  
 Use some simple verbs in the first person “I” form (e.g. I am and I play).  
 Understand the sounds of individual letters and groups of letters and speak them aloud individually and in 

chorus.

  Year 4 
 Understand and communicate using a wider range of familiar nouns (including the correct article)  
 Understand and use adjectives to describe people, places, things and themselves  

Understand and use verbs in the first person “I” form (perhaps also have a look at a fully conjugated regular verb and show 
where the first person “I” form is).
