Changing direction

Bend knees and plant one foot during change of
direction.

Lower body during change of direction.

Push off quickly to face the new direction.
Underhand throw

Face direction of the throw.

Step forward with opposite foot to throwing hand.

Follow through with arm.

Catching

Eyes focus on the object throughout the catch.
Move your body into the path of the ball.
Hands move to meet the object.

Pull the ball in toward your body.
