-orally compose every sentence before writing.  
-re-read every sentence to check it makes sense. 
-compose and sequence their own sentences to write 
short non-fiction texts 
-use the joining word and to link words and clauses 
-write in different forms with simple text type features 
-sequence ideas and events in non-fiction 
-discuss their writing with adults and peers
